« Master event will be played in 10 rounds.

« Masters time control is 90 minutes with addition of 30 seconds per move starting from
move one.

Default Time (Walkover Time)
» The default time will be 15 minutes.

Draw by Agreement :
* The players shall not agree for a draw without consent of arbiter before each player makes
30 moves.

Tie-Break:

The following tie break rules will be applicable for all the FIDE Rated Swiss Events under
AICF.

v. The greater number of wins including forfeits

vi. Number of wins with Black pieces

Appeals Committee:
A 5-member Appeals Committee (inclusive of 2-reserves) shall be formed from players.
The decision of the said committee shall be final and binding on all the participants.

Protest:

Protest if any, against the decision of the Chief Arbiter, shall be made in writing with a
protest fee of

Rs. 1000/- (One Thousand rupees only) within 30 minutes of the occurrence of the incident.
The amount would be refunded if the appeal is upheld.

Interpretation:

For further interpretations of the rule(s) and deciding any aspect not covered by the said
tournament prospectus, the decision of the Tournament Director shall be final and binding
on all the

participants. The Tournament Director has every right to make any
addition/deletion/amendment
