In case of
dispute, the Chief Arbiter's decision shall be final.

Top 4 players will represent Karnataka in the forthcoming National women's chess championship Any
player who arrives at the chess board after 15 minutes from the start of the session, shall lose the

game. Thus, the default time is 15 minutes

Protests, if any, against the decision of the chief arbiter, shall be made in writing with a protest fee of
Rs. 1000/- within 15 minutes of the occurrence of the incident to the Appeals Committee. The protest

fee shall be refunded if the appeal is upheld.

An Appeals Committee consisting of 5 members shall be formed at the Player's Meeting. The decision

of the Appeals Committee is final and binding on all the players Players have to make their own
arrangements for food and stay Water shall be provided. Please bring your own water hottles A Player
may withdraw at any stage of the event, after informing the Chief Arbiter in writing One player will get
one higher prize only. A player must score at least half point to get a prize
